NAIA Region XI Coach of Character

Campbellsville, Kentucky – Campbellsville University men’s golf coach P.J. Throckmorton has been selected as the NAIA Region XI Coach of Character for 2007.  The award is given each year to the coach who embraces the five core values of the NAIA Champions of Character initiative, exemplifies methods of teaching character through sports and demonstrates community leadership through volunteering, service or other means.

Throckmorton, who has coached Campbellsville golf for the past five years, is also actively involved with the Fellowship of Christian Athletes and his local church.

Campbellsville University Director of Athletics Rusty Hollingsworth said that Throckmorton is a leader on campus, in the community and in his church.  “P.J. is known as a man of integrity which has been demonstrated in his actions and the actions of the players on his golf teams,” said Hollingsworth.

Lindsey Hines, women’s golf coach at Campbellsville University said that another example of the type of person Throckmorton is came at a golf tournament last spring.  “After winning a tournament, one of Coach’s players confessed that he had accidentally played the final round with an extra club in his bag.  This should have disqualified him and therefore C.U. lost the tournament.  Instead of keeping this news to himself, Coach chose the road less traveled and called the penalty on his own player giving the opposing team the victory,” said Hines.

The veteran coach is also highly though of by his own players.  Jill Carter, a junior golfer at Campbellsville University said that Throckmorton lives character in every aspect of life, not just coaching.  “Coach Throckmorton’s definition of success includes having a personal relationship with Christ, living with integrity, affecting others around you in a positive manner and applying this to how we practice and play.  He has taught me to never settle for less than what God has prepared for me and has shown me to honor Christ in all that I do and glorify him through both my strengths and weaknesses,” said Carter.
